Service Notes: "Jesus Christ Is the Resurrection and the Life"   The illness 
and death of Lazarus happened άthat the Son of God may be glorified 
through itέ (John 11:4). JesusΩ miracle of raising Lazarus prompted His arrest 
and crucifixion, whereby He would die άfor the nationέ and gather άinto one 
the children of God who are scattered abroadέ (John ммΥрм–рнύΦ As He called 
Lazarus from the tomb and commanded others to άunbind him, and let him 
goέ (John 11:44), Jesus also calls us and releases us from the bondage of sin 
and death. We would not άsubmit to GodΩs law,έ nor could we άplease 
Godέ (Rom. уΥт–уύΣ but άhe condemned sinέ in His own flesh so άthat the 
righteous requirement of the law might be fulfilled in usέ (Rom. уΥо–пύΦ Now 
through the Gospel, άthe Spirit of him who raised Jesus from the dead dwellsέ 
in us (Rom. 8:11). His Word breathes His Spirit into our mortal flesh, 
animating us with His own life. As His ministers preach according to His 
divine command, the Lord Jesus calls us from the grave into the good land 
that He gives us (Ezek. 37:12, 14).  Paraments remain purple.  This color 
represents both royalty and sorrow.  Lent is a time that we sorrow over our 
sins as our King was nailed to the cross in our place to save us. 
 

Pilate wanted Jesus to die?  As you were at our Lenten Service last 
Wednesday, thatΩs the surprise you heard.  Pilate!  The man who washed his 
hands of JesusΩ blood!  Well, as you come this Wednesday at 7:00 PM, you 
will hear about a man who wanted Jesus to die and that will be no real 
surprise.  Judas. Judas is the one who betrayed Jesus.  Judas may have done 
it to try and force Jesus into using His divine power to go after the Romans.  
Is that what it was?  YouΩll not know unless you join us this coming
